After that month of ministry, I flew to the Czech Republic to minister at a Church retreat for a week. There I met a 

young couple who are planting a new Messianic Congregation in Prague and I was able to have some quality time speak-

ing into their lives and ministry. Janet joined me at the end of that week and we had a few days together in Prague  meet-

ing with the national representatives of the Christian Embassy in Jerusalem. We are now making plans for future meet-

ings there. We then drove to Zilina, Slovakia, to speak at an Israel conference. We have been ministering at this confer-

ence for the last several years and it is always a blessing to be able to equip and encourage the Body of Christ there.  

 

From there we went to Auschwitz, to once again speak at the "Holocaust to Living Hope" conference and lead the 

Communion service at the ñSelection Point" in the infamous Birkenau death camp.  As seen in this picture, the 

ñselection pointò was the place on the railroad ramp where the SS ñselectedò Jews for immediate death in the gas cham-

ber or slow death as a slave laborer.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

It is hard to put into words what we experience when we stand at that horrific place of death and through the 

communion service proclaim the redemptive victory of the Prince of Life. I want to encourage you to pray about 

coming with us next year on what we call ñA Prophetic Journey of Redemption.ò You will visit Holocaust memorials in 

Warsaw and Krakow, tour the Auschwitz death camp and museum, attend the "Holocaust to Hope" conference and par-

ticipate in the "Communion at the Selection Point." 
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At each place on this journey we take time to listen to and obey the Holy Spirit. Understanding that in His own way, and 

in His own time, the Lord God of Israel will use for good all that men have used for evil (Gen. 50:20). The Lord has 

shown me that when we go to these places in the name of Jesus, proclaiming the redemptive power of His atoning and 

healing blood, we are ñagents of redemption who are clothed in the armor of lightò (Eph. 1:7, Col. 1:14, Rom. 

13:12). As we bring His light into these places, we encounter something in the realm of the spirit that deeply and pro-

foundly impacts everyone.

Joining us at the "Holocaust to Hope" conference was a young American couple, Dejan & Michelle Azdajic, who are 

two of our spiritual children.

As we drove together to Dresden, Germany, we had important time ministering to them and 

enjoying rich fellowship. In Dresden we met up with Hans-Christian and Anke Raabe. They are both German physicians 

who have lived and worked in England for the past 15 years. They translated for us and shared in the ministry. I met 

them while ministering in Manchester two years ago. Hans-Christian serves as an elder in his Church. At a national 

prayer meeting in Germany last year, he was led by the Holy Spirit to meet leaders from various parts of the former East 

Germany who invited us to minister.

Many years ago when we were pastoring in Brooklyn, we had a large group of German believers stay with us in our 

home. It was during this time that the Lord dealt with our hearts as Jews toward our German brothers and sisters in the 

Messiah. The Lord healed us from all the negative stereotypical thoughts and feelings we had to the German peo-

ple, and clearly showed us that the blood that saved and redeemed us is the same blood that saved and redeemed 

them. We can clearly remember the first time we all held hands and prayed together in English and German, they ex-

pressing grief and repentance over the sins of their people as the perpetrators of the Holocaust and we receiving that re-

pentance and forgiving them as Messiah has forgiven us.  It was truly a healing experience for all of us. 

 

Because of that encounter so many years ago, we were able, as Jews, to flow without hindrance in the Holy Spirit toward 

the German Christians we were staying with and ministering to. Almost everywhere we went, there were believers who 

embraced us weeping and asked for our forgiveness. Of course we expressed it gladly, knowing who it is that has for-

given us, and thank God continues to do so! Amen! 

 

We had many very moving experiences while ministering in Germany, and we would like to share a few of them with 

you. This happened during one of the first days there and became quite a common experience for us. While having din-

ner with a large family, one of the mothers at the table stopped the conversation saying that she had to say something to 

us. With tears welling up in her eyes and staring quite deeply at Janet, she began to talk about what she had recently 

found out about her newly deceased grandfather. He had served in the German army during the war and she knew that 

ñhe was not an innocent man.ò She left her seat and falling into Janet's arms began to sob very deeply, asking her 

as a Jewish wife and mother to forgive her as a German wife and mother, for what her family had done to so 

many Jewish wives and mothers. Everyone at the table was crying, as we all prayed together and spoke forgiveness 

and freedom to this beloved sister and that whole beautiful family.  The days we spent with them were blessed indeed. 

They shared with us many stories of what it was like to be a Christian under the communists and how faithful the Lord 

was to provide for them, even getting them a travel permit to go to West Germany for a few days.  This was virtually 

impossible to get. But...God! 

 

The first Church I ministered in was the first independent Pentecostal Church in East Germany to be planted after the 

war, and the only one to have continuous ministry since then. We spent the afternoon with the pastor and his wife listen-

ing to their stories of the grace and victory of the Lord during those 44 years of communist oppression. One story stands 
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out. The pastor was often arrested and taken to Stasi (the state police) headquarters for interrogation. This time 

the police were only interested in asking one question. ñWho are those tall men dressed in white that are always 

standing outside your church?ò (Their church was just a cleaned up cow barn.)  No one in the church ever saw those 

ñmen,ò but the police did!  The pastor told me he wanted to ask the police questions about those ñmen.ò Knowing that 

they were angels and how the Stasi operated, he decided to let them ponder it for themselves. 

 

We then travelled to Leipzig where we met a pastor who told us how this young generation of believers is receiving 

grace from the Lord to pierce the ñveil of silenceò concerning the Holocaust that has existed throughout Germany. In 

most families, the parents did not talk about it, and the children did not ask any questions. The grandchildren and great-

grandchildren however are starting to ask the questions, especially as the generation of their grandparents is dying off. 

Many families are discovering uniforms or other artifacts from the war in their grandparentôs belongings and are doing 

research into where their grandparents were during the war.  God is giving much grace to do this. While recognizing that 

they are not personally guilty or responsible in any way, they do however understand the responsibility they have before 

the Lord to deal with these issues so that His purposes for their generation can be accomplished.  

 

The pastor took us to a prayer tower their Church has overlooking the city. We had a marvelous opportunity to 

pray together and declare the victorious redemption of the Jewish Messiah over this city, this nation, and indeed 

over the entire earth! 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

From Leipzig we went to a small village in the Hartz mountains called Wernigerode. Here we had our most difficult 

spiritual battle and I believe our most significant spiritual victory. Our hosts were a couple who have a vision for a 

center for reconciliation between Germans and Jews. They were able to purchase a property at auction which has several 

large buildings. This property had belonged to a Jewish family that was murdered in the Holocaust. Our hostôs story of 

how they were able to purchase it was full of the Lordôs leading and provision. They met Hans-Christian at the prayer 

conference and asked him if we would come, as Messianic Jews, and dedicate these buildings and property to the Lord. 

Of course we agreed and I sensed in my spirit that this was an important and significant opportunity. When we arrived 

there, I saw that this dedication was also a symbolic way of prophetically declaring that as God was redeeming this 

one property, He would ultimately redeem all of them.  In my spirit I saw that this was another part of the fulfillment 

of the Lordôs word to me of His intention to ñredeem the Holocaust one heart at a time.ò 

 

On Thursday evening I spoke at the  first meeting they had there, which was advertized in the local newspaper and many 

people from the community came, including representatives of the local city government. The theme of the message was 

the reconciliation of the Germans and the Jews, and how this property would now be a symbolic representation of that 

reconciliation. We knew that what I was prophetically declaring was making a major inroad in the spirit. The next eve-

ning we were scheduled to lead the first Shabbat meeting and meal that would be celebrated on this property since the 

original owners were killed.  

 

However, Friday morning Janet awoke with the worst case of vertigo I had seen her suffering with since the time she 

was healed of a brain tumor after Tiffany was born in 1983. The dizziness was so fierce that she was unable to move or 

even talk. I am sure most of you have been dizzy at least one time in your life. Thankfully it usually does not last very 

long. Imagine that feeling of dizziness being so extreme that all you can do is lay perfectly still with your eyes closed. 

Even the smallest movement makes the dizziness more intense. As we all were praying over her, we discerned that we 

were battling the same demonic spirit of death that murdered the original owners and the six million. This property had 

belonged to those demons since the war, and this was the first time that Jews were walking on that soil. And not only 

were we Jews, but Messianic Jews, and not only Messianic Jews, but Messianic Jews with a calling and anointing for 



reconciliation between Germans and Jews for the fulfillment of Godôs redemptive purposes. These demons were en-

raged and were literally trying to kill Janet. This battle lasted from about 8am to 4pm. Janet has some problems with fly-

ing and carries some medication with her. But she has never experienced anything like this. The enemy knew this weak-

ness and exploited it. Thank God the medication helped and our prayers prevailed. We know that some of you were es-

pecially stirred by the Lord to intercede for us, and it was for this battle in particular. The dizziness finally ebbed but 

Janet was so exhausted that all she could do was sleep. It took her about four more days to feel well again. Thank you so 

much for your faithful intercession. 
 

I did conduct the Shabbat meeting and again prophetically declared the redemptive purposes of God for the German 

Church and the Jewish people. As a prophetic act that sealed the redemption of this property, we anointed the door 

frame of the main building with oil and over the oil attached a Mezuzah. Inside this Mezuzah were the traditional 

scriptures (Deut. 6:4-9 and 11:13-21) handwritten in German instead of Hebrew. This Mezuzah itself was another 

prophetic symbol of this reconciliation. We thank the Lord for His victory in such intense battles! 

Here is another testimony to the fact that we are all living in a season of reconciliation, redemption and restoration.  

 

On September 15, 1909, the leaders of the evangelical Church in Germany officially rejected the move of the Holy 

Spirit that was breaking forth there. The revivals that were underway in Wales and at Azusa Street in Los Angeles 

were beginning to break out in various parts of Germany. Those leaders issued a document called ñThe Berlin Decla-

ration of 1909,ò in which they repudiated the move of the Holy Spirit and vilified the leaders of those meetings. 

This document effectively stopped the revival and caused a national rejection of the Holy Spirit. As a result of this, Ger-

many was flooded with all kinds of occult teachings and practices that eventually led to the emergence of the kind of 

nationalism that caused Germany to start World War 1. Their defeat then led to the rise to power of Hitler and the Nazis, 

who started the Second World War and who murdered six million Jews in the Holocaust. Consider what the history of 

the world could have been like if the Holy Spirit was welcomed into Germany instead of rejected. Perhaps Adolph Hitler 

would have gotten saved and become a great evangelist who could have lead millions to the Lord instead of to their 

deaths.  

 

Understanding all of this, various leaders of the Church in Germany gathered in Berlin on September 15, 2009, one 

hundred years to the day, to renounce The Berlin Declaration of 1909, and to proclaim ñKomm, Heiliger Geist!ò ï 

ñCome  Holy Spirit!ò I was privileged to be there that day and stand, as a Jewish believer, with our German brothers and 

sisters to welcome the Holy Spirit to Germany.  I also had the opportunity to stand on the platform with a few other 

Jewish believers and receive the repentance of the German Church. Then the Lord had me make a prophetic dec-

laration that God's original calling upon the German Church to be a blessing to the Jewish people, and to the na-

tions, was going to be restored and ultimately fulfilled.
